serving notice of its withdrawal on defendants and filing 

that notice with the Court; 

(2) the defendants waive any objection to venue for 

purposes of this Final Judgment; 

(3) in the event plaintiff withdraws its consent or if the 

proposed Final Judgment is not entered pursuant to this 

Stipulation, this Stipulation shall be of no effect whatever 

and the making of this Stipulation shall be 'without 

prejudice to any party in this or any other proceeding; and 

(4) the parties' execution of this Stipulation and the 

entry of Final Judgment settles, discharges, and releases 

any and all claims of the plaintiff arising from the 

acquisition by defendants Atlantic Richfield Company and 

ARCO Chemical ~ompany of certain assets of defendants Union 

Carbide Corporation and Union Carbide Chemicals and Plastics 

Company Inc., as set forth in the Commission's complaint:
