1. Respondent IDEXX is a corporatiorganized, existing and doing business under
and by virtue of the laws of the Statel@élaware, with its principal place of
business located at One IDEXDfive, Westbrook, Maine.

2. The Federal Trade Commission hassgigtion of the subject matter of this
proceeding and of Respondent IDEXX, and the proceeding is in the public

interest.

ORDER
l.
IT IS ORDERED that, as used in this Order, the following definitions shall apply:

A. “Respondent” or “Respondent IDEXXheans IDEXX Laboratories, Inc.; its
directors, officers, employees, agemisd representatives; its successors and
assigns; its joint ventures, subsidiaridisjsions, groups and affiliates controlled
by IDEXX Laboratories (inalding, but not limited to IDEXX Distribution, Inc.),
and the respective directors, officers, employees, agents, representatives,



F. “Distributor” means MWI, Webster, Bar, or any other Person who has entered
into an agreement with Respondent IDEXXistribute any Products to end-user
veterinary customers regardless of whethat agreement is based on Exclusivity
with regard to such Products.






Provided further, however, that for all notifications received or sent by Respondent
IDEXX regarding a termination, election rtotrenew, or material breach of a
Non-Exclusive Distribution AgreemerRRespondent IDEXX shall provide a copy

of each such notification to the FedeTrade Commission at the same time it
provides such notice to the National Distrior, or within five (5) days of

receiving such notice frotme National Distributor;

Provided further, however, that, if the Non-Exclusive National Distributor merges
with, acquires, or is acquired by a Dibtrtor whose distribution agreement with
Respondent IDEXX is Exclusive, RespondHMEXX shall continue to honor the
Non-Exclusive Distribution Agreement in acdance with the terms of this Order.

C. Shall submit any Non-Exclusive Didtution Agreement that is not the MWI
Distribution Agreement to the Commissiahleast thirty 30) days prior to
entering into such Distribution Agreement.

.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that:

A. Sixty (60) days after the date this Ordeissued, Respondent IDEXX shall submit to
the Commission a verified written report gggtforth in detail the manner and form
in which it intends to comply, is comphg, and has complied with the terms of this
Order.

B. Beginning twelve (12) monthefter the date this Order is issued, and annually
thereafter on the anniversary of the date @rder is issued, for the next four (4)
years, and at such other times as@benmission requests, Respondent IDEXX shall

submit to the Commission verified writteaports setting forth in detail the manner
and form in which it is complying and has complied with this Order.

V.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that Respondent IDEXX shaotify the Commission at
least thirty (30) days prior to:

A.  Any proposed dissolution of Respondent IDEXX;

B.  Any proposed acquisition, merger or colgation of Respondent IDEXX; or



C.  Any other change in Respondent MOE including, but not limited to, assignment
and the creation or dissolution of suliariges, if such change might affect
compliance obligations arigy out of the Order.

V.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that, for the purpose of determining or securing
compliance with this Order, and subject try éegally recognized privilege, and upon written
request with reasonable notimeRespondent IDEXX, Respondent IDEXX shall permit any duly
authorized representative of the Commission:

A. Access, during office hours of Respondent XXEand in the presence of counsel, to
all facilities andaccess to inspect and copy all books, ledgers, accounts,
correspondence, memoranda, and all otheords and documents in the possession
or under the control of Rpendent IDEXX related to compliance with this Order,
which copying services shall be providedRgspondent IDEXX at the request of the
authorized representative(s) of the Cassion and at the expense of Respondent
IDEXX; and

B. Upon five (5) days’ notice to RespomdeéDEXX and without restraint or
interference from Respondent IDEXX, tdarview officers, diretors, or employees
of Respondent IDEXX, who may have coahgresent, regarding such matters.

VI.
IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that this Order shall terminate on February 11, 2023.
