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Dear Ms. Weinberg: 

The staff of the Federal Trade Commission has received your submissions of July 
19,2012, and July 20,2012, on behalfofHawkEnterprises, Inc. ("Hawk"). In 
correspondence and discussions, you indicated that some Hawk floor cleaners and floor 
polishers were labeled "Made in USA" and packaged in cartons labeled "Made in USA" 
although they contained Mexican-made motors. After receiving Commission staffs 
letter, you stated that Hawk implemented a remedial action plan to correct its 
representations. This plan included: (1) removing "Made in USA" markings from the 
relevant products; (2) correcting "Made in USA" representations in the Hawk catalogue 
and on the Hawk website; (3) discontinuing "Made in USA" stenciling on shipping 
cartons; and (4) providing updated information to sales representatives and distributors 
with respect to the relevant products. 

Based on your statements, the staff has decided not to pursue this investigation 
any further. This action should not be construed as a determination that there was no 
violation of Section 5 of the Federal Trade Commission Act ("FTC Act"), 15 U.S.C. § 
45. The Commission reserves the right to talce such further action as the public interest 
may require.
