Staff 8 believes that there are no 
current start-up costs or other capital 
costs associated with the Rule. Because 
the labeling of textile products has been 
an integral part of the manufacturing 
process for decades, manufacturers have 
in place the capital equipment 
necessary to comply with the Rule’s 
labeling requirements.
