Furthemore, Pditioners are nat themsdves in
bankrupty, and ae not entitled to angf the protetions of the Bnkrupty Code. h short, the
Commssion’s continuing investagion of DRUSA'’s ativiti es, includingakingtestimonyfrom
Petitioners, will not velate anyprovisions of the Bnkrupty Code.
