




() 7. 	 The Parties will also cooperate and coordinate with any appropriate law enforcement 
agencies, and the prosecutorial services of Alberta Justice, the Competition Law 
Division of the Department of Justice Canada, and the United States Department of 
Justice. 

8. 	 Nothing in this Understanding will require a Party to take any action, or to refrain 
from acting, in a manner inconsistent with existing law, or will require any change in 
the law of Canada or the United States. 

9. 	 Unless otherwise agreed by the Parties, each Party will, to the fullest extent possible,
