On June 30, 2015 pursuant to Section 312.12(a) of the Children’s Online Privacy Protection Rule (the 
“Rule”), Riyo Verified Limited (formerly jest8 Limited) trading as Riyo (“Riyo”) formally requested 
approval of a verified parental consent (“VPC”) mechanism not currently enumerated in the Rule. We are 
providing the following additional information in response queries about the mechanism. 
 
Confidential Treatment Requested: 

Riyo wishes to request confidential treatment pursuant to 16 C.F.R. § 4.9(c) for this document in its 
entirety.  The basis for that request is that this document contains information implicating trade secrets 
and commercially sensitive proprietary information regarding the technology, confidential information 
that is not required to be made public pursuant to the exemption in 16 C.F.R. § 4.10(a)(2).   

Specifically, this document explains the process for the two distinctly separate steps, that together form 
has been highlighted yellow to indicate where there is technology used in the process
