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reasonably avoidable by consumers themselves. 

In determining whether to take enforcement or other action in any particular situation, the 
Commission rnay consider a number of factors, including the type of violation alleged, the nature 
and amount of consumer injury at issue, the number of consumers affected, and the likelihood of 
preventing future unlawful conduct and securing redress or other relief. After reviewing the 
complaint and related materials, staff is not recommending agency action at this time. The 
Commission reserves the right, however, to take such further action as the public interest rnay 
require.
