Plaintiff, the Federal Trade Commission, has filed its Complaint for 

Permanent Injunction





C. There is good cause to beheve that immediate and irreparable harm 

will result from Defendants' ongoing violations of the FTC Act and the 

FDCPA unless Defendants are restrained and enjoined by order of this Court. 

D. There is good cause to believe that immediate and irreparable 

damage to the Court's ability to grant effective final relief for consumers -

including monetary restitution, rescission, disgorgement or refunds - will 

occur from the sale, transfer, destruction or other disposition or concealment 

by Defendants of their assets or records, unless Defendants are immediately 

restrained and enjoined by order of this Court; and that, in accordance with 

Fed. R. Civ. P. 65(b), the interests ofjustice require that this Order be 

granted without prior notice to Defendants. Thus, there is good cause for 

relieving Plaintiff of the duty to provide Defendants with prior notice of its 

Motion for a Temporary Restraining Order. 

E. Good cause exists for appointing a temporary receiver over the 

Receivership Entities, freezing Defendants' assets, permitting Plaintiff and 

the Receiver immediate access to the Defendants' business premises, and 

permitting Plaintiff and the Receiver to take expedited discovery. 

F. Weighing the equities and considering Plaintiffs likelihood of 

ultimate success on the merits, a temporary restraining order with an asset 

freeze, the appointment of a temporary receiver, immediate access to 
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G. "Receiver" means the temporary receiver appointed in Section XI of 

this Order and any deputy receivers that shall be named by the temporary 

receiver. 

H. "Receivership Entities" means Corporate Defendants, as well as 

any other business related to the Defendants' debt collection business that 

shares a premises with any Corporate Defendant and that the Receiver has 

reason to believe is owned or controlled in whole or in part by any Defendant.
