2.   Proposed Respondent Novartis is a corporation organized, existing and doing business 
under and by virtue of the laws of the Swiss Confederation with its headquarters address 
located at Lichtstrasse 35, Basel, Switzerland, CH 4056, and the address of its United 
States subsidiary, Novartis Corporation, located at 230 Park Avenue, New York, New 
York 10169. 

3.  Proposed Respondents admit all the jurisdictional facts set forth in the draft of Complaint 
here attached.
