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response to Interrogatories 2 and 3 of Complaint Counsel's First Set of Interrogatories
(the "Interrogatories" ). The Interrogatories are:

Interrogatory No. 2
Identify all procompetitive justifications and benefits to consumers and the public
interest referenced in the Eighth Defense in Your Answer to the Complaint in this



unnecessary and inefficient.

Contention interrogatories ask a party "to state what it contends; to state whether
it makes a specified contention; to state all facts upon which it bases a contention; to take
a position, and explain or defend that position, with respect to how the law applies to
facts; or to state the legal or theoretical basis for a contention." B. Braun Med. Inc, v.
Abbott Labs., 155 F.R.D. 525, 527 (E.D.Pa. 1994) (quotation omitted) (interpreting Fed.
R. Civ. Pro. 33(a)(2)).

Interrogatories 2 and 3 ask Respondent to "commit to a position and give factual
specifics supporting its claims." Ziemaek u. Centel Corp., 1995 WL 729295, at *2 (N.D.
