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powers of the Court. See FTC v. H.N. Singer, Inc., 668 F.2d 1107, 1112-13 (9th Cir.
1982) (Section 13(b) of the FTC Act “provides a basis” for a preliminary
injunction “freezing assets™).

D.  Weighing the equities and considering Plaintiff’s likelihood of
ultimate success on the merits, a preliminary injunction with an asset freeze and
other equitable relief is in the public interest.

E.  This Court has authority to issue this Order pursuant to Section 13(b)
of the FTC Act, 15 U.S.C. § 53(b); Federal Rule of Civil Procedure 65; and the All
Writs Act, 28 U.S.C. § 1651.

E.  “Person” means a natural person, organization, or other legal entity,
including a corporation, partnership, proprietorship, association, cooperative,
government or governmental subdivision or agency, or any other group or
combination acting as an entity.

F. “Receiver” means the receiver appointed in this action and any
deputy receivers that shall be named by the receiver.

G.  “Receivership Entities” means Corporate Defendants as well as any
other entity that has conducted any business related to Defendants’ marketing and
sale of purported money-making opportunities to consumers, including receipt of
Assets derived from any activity that is the subject of the Complaint in this matter,
and that the Receiver determines is controlled or owned by any Defendant.
