Benckiser Pharmaceuticals, Inc., and | submitdidaration in support of Reckitt's Motion to
Transfer the above-captioned actfomm the Eastern District of Wjinia to the Eastern District
of Pennsylvania. | have personal knowledge of the following and, if called upon to testify, could
and would do so competently as to #ueuracy of the matters stated herein.

2. On September 2, 2014, | searched focafles since 2003 in which the Federal
Trade Commission has filed a petition seeking to enforce a subpoena or civil investigative
demand. To perform this search, | utilized Bublic Access todlirt Electronic Records
(PACER) website’s case locatiumction, located on the imeet at https://www.pacer.gov/
pcl.html. Using the civil tab, | searched fdir@ses in which the FTC was a party. | then

filtered my search by Party Role, limiting thesués to cases in which the FTC acted as a
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petitioner. | downloaded the rd&uof my search in spreadstt form. A true and correct
version of this spreadsheet, editedrimadability, is attached as Exhibit 1.

3. | then reviewed the dockets for each casd in Exhibit 1 to confirm that FTC
did, in fact, petition to enforca subpoena or CID. Two caseBF+E€ v. JohnsonNo. 1:12-mc-
42-GK (D.D.C.), and=TC v. IAB MarketingLP, No. 1:12-mc-540 (D.D.C.)—did not involve
subpoena or CID enforcement. effemaining eighteen results did.

4. Eight of these cases were filed in the District of Columbia. None involves a
company located in that distti All but one, however, coemed antitrusinvestigations,
including three pharmaceutical antitrust investiigns against companies, or executives of
companies, located in California, Nevada, Niefsey, Connecticut, Delaware, and Minnesota.
See, e.g., FTC v. Bisagrido. 1:10-mc-289-CKK (D.D.C.) (Wabn Pharmaceuticals, a Nevada
company headquartered in California, but whos®©CEaul Bisaro, was located in New Jersey);
FTC v. Boehringer Ingelheim Pharms., Inc., No. 1:09-mc-564-JMF (D.D.C.) (a Delaware
company headquartered in Connecticbef)C v. Tarriff No. 1:08-mc-217-RCL (executives of
Par Pharmaceutical Cos. and Paddock Labs., Inc., which are located in Delaware and Minnesota,
respectively). No pharmaceutical antitrustitiens were filed in any other district.

5. Of the remaining ten cases, only oneF€ v. Star Pipe Products, LtdNo. 4:11-
mc-399 (S.D. Tex.)—concerned allegasioof anticompetitive behavidrThe other cases

primarily concern false advertisirgg other statutory violations.
