Competition System Design

A Two Elements: Operating System of
Institutions and Policy Applications

A Dominant Operating System: EU-Based
A Public enforcement by administrative body
A But see private rights/criminal enforcement
A Applications
A Analysis (e.g., mergers) and management



Who Produces Applications?

A E.g., EU (vertical mergers), US (leniency)
